Permitees driving out of state vehicles must be prepared to prove Caroline County home ownership (i.e., telephone or electric bill or similar)

5. 
Unacceptable materials include, but are not limited to, tires, wood and lumber, rubble or demolition debris, construction  

debris, yard waste, furniture, carpet, electronics, and large appliances. These materials may be taken to the 

Mid-Shore II Regional Landfill at 12236 River Road in Ridgely.
6. 
Acceptable recyclable materials include motor oil, anti-freeze, cardboard, and scrap metal.  

7. 
Facilities may only be accessed during posted operating hours.
8.            Users must comply with all instructions by facility staff when using the facility.

9.            Users may not, in any way, verbally or physically threaten, harass, or abuse facility staff. Doing so may result in revocation of the permit and prohibit future use of any collection facility.

Melville, Old Denton, and Preston sites require a permit. Beginning January 1, 2024 permits will cost $100 for a 
12-month period. From April through October, the cost will be prorated on a quarterly basis. A 2nd permit, with the same address as the 1st one, may be purchased for $25. Each vehicle is required to have a separate permit. The permit will be valid from January 1,2024 to December 31,2024. Proof of County residency is required to obtain a permit.  Permit must be affixed to the interior of the vehicle’s windshield on the lower left corner of the driver’s side. The County is not responsible lost or undelivered mail. A new application and permit fee will be required if a claim for lack of delivery or receipt is made.
